Road Report: Joel Roberts reported the following:
-Discussion re: continued failings of the highway garage infrastructure building.
-Discussion re: replacement of the 1984 service vehicle.  Joel Roberts will continue to look for a suitable vehicle.
-The trash bags were delivered this week.
-Discussion re: repairs that need to be made to the tractor at the transfer station.  We will fix the steering pump and other absolutely needed repairs.
-We have ordered a new sign package for the transfer station.
-there are some bad road conditions on Pond Hill.
-We do not post weight limits on our roads.
-The crew has been winging back snow from roadsides with the desire that the snow melts into ditches instead of on the roads.
-We will be working with the RRPC on Road Erosion Inventory this spring in connection with our MRGP requirements.

Community Development:  Paul Donaldson has been working on MERP projects with support from Sarah Pelkey.  Bruce Williams has agreed to be the “clerk of the works” for the MERP projects.
Town Managers Report:  
-We continue to work with taxpayers on various delinquent tax payment plans.  We have had some plans, and some people have paid their back taxes.  There are still a number of people we have not heard from.
-We received a letter from the PDRC asking the board to write to the State of Vermont about deficient conditions of the bridge on Route 30 as it enters the building.  Paul Donaldson will send a letter.

Transact any Other Lawful Selectboard Business: We have a new deputy assigned to Poultney from the Rutland County Sheriff Department.  We have yet to meet him.
Rutland Regional Planning Commission: Nothing to report.

Public Comments on matters (limit of 10 minutes total):  
-Patty Davenport asked about the power issues at the transfer station and whether they have been repaired.  Joel will check with Long Trail Electric.  She asked about who is handling our freon.  Paul Donaldson will check with Neisja Crawford which vendor we are currently working with.  She inquired about the telephone pole at the town office and why is there discussion to replace it.  Paul Donaldson stated that it continues to get hit, and we would like to move it from the immediate parking lot.
Nic Stark advised folks that there is a meeting at the library on Tuesday re: the Rec Hub discussion, as well as the walking tour of Poultney discussion.
